ETHANOL BLENDS FOR MARINE 
USE: THE GOOD & THE BAD
Gasoline blended with ethanol is great for the environment 
because of its low emissions. But its inherent problems 
have marine users around the country searching for 
solutions.
Ethanol blends give lower fuel economy than regular 
gasoline, making them more expensive for boaters. 
Ethanol strongly attracts water from the marine 
environment, leading to phase separation as  the ethanol 
mixes with the water, separates from the gasoline and 
sinks to the bottom of the fuel tank. Ethanol is also an 
aggressive solvent that softens and damages critical 
rubber, plastic and fiberglass parts in the fuel system, 
leading to costly repairs.
All of these ethanol fuel problems together lead to 
potentially issues forboat owners:
• Poor fuel economy
•  Loss of octane and destruction of fuel qualityfrom phase 

separation
•  Rust and corrosion in the fuel system and fuel storage 

tanks
• Loss of performance, hard starting and rough running
Ethanol users face not only these problems, but also the
build-up of deposits in injectors and other critical areas 
from the dissolved rubber and plastic materials that 
the ethanolfuel has dissolved from other parts of the 
fuel system. These deposits wreck the efficiency and 
performance of the marine craft.
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
